	SUMMER TERM 2025
Termly Curriculum Overview
Year 5


	ENGLISH


	This term the children will continue to expand their range of description of setting, character and atmosphere.  Use a wide range of devices to build cohesion within and across paragraphs such as conjunctions, adverbials of time and place, pronouns and synonyms.  Continuing to improve fluency in using dictionaries and thesauruses and expanding their vocabulary.  Understand the process of editing, rewriting to improve writing.  Perfect their use of inverted commas for dialogue and use more complex punctuation:  brackets, dashes and commas for parenthesis.

In reading a focus on vocabulary.  Apply their growing knowledge of root words, prefixes and suffixes.  Read aloud and understand the meaning of new words that they meet.

	How to help


	Enjoy reading with and to your child and encourage them to read often from a variety of sources, including books, magazines and comics and online texts.  Use recipes at home with your child.

	MATHEMATICS


	Fractions, Decimals and Percentages. In fractions children will encounter multiplication number sentences with fractions, multiplying unit fractions by an integer. Make links to multiplication as repeated addition: if children know

that 1 5 × 4 = 1 5 + 1 5 + 1 5 + 1 5, this will link back to previous learning

and avoid the common misconception of multiplying both the numerator and the denominator by the integer. 

This term children will also become more familiar with numbers with up to 2 decimal places, with thousandths being introduced later in the block. Using a hundred piece of base 10 as 1 whole, a ten piece as a tenth and a one piece as a hundredth shows children that they can exchange, for example, 10 tenths for 1 whole, or 10 hundredths for 1 tenth. A hundred square where each part represents 1 hundredth, or 0.01, can also help children to see the relationship between a hundredth, a tenth and a whole.

Children make decimal numbers using place value counters in a place value chart and read and write the numbers, as well as working out the value of each digit in the number. They also explore partitioning decimal numbers in a variety of ways and linking these to percentages.
We will also be learning about Position and Direction and how to plot co-ordinates, translate shapes and identify lines of symmetry.

	How to help


	Practice times tables and corresponding division facts. Instantly recall bonds to multiples of 10. 

	SCIENCE 


	This term we will continue with our study of the  properties of materials.  This is looking at physical properties that are measurable so that when we make something we choose the best material for the job.  We also look at conductivity, which materials make a solution or a suspension.  How to separate different materials using processes like sieving, filtering or evaporation.  Also, what changes are reversible or irreversible. 
We will also examine how humans change as they grow older.  Also, we will  look at the changes that occur with puberty.  Look at the gestation period for different animals and compare this to humans.

	How to help


	For properties of materials examining everyday products and looking at what makes them the best material for the job.

	ART and DT
	In Art we will be printing. Children will make positive/negative transfer prints and a repeated observational head and shoulders portrait print in the style of Andy Warhol.
We will design and be creating a distorted image using a variety of printing techniques  We will create mood with a transfer print using line and colour, create a press print from observational drawing, enhancing mood with line and colour and create a successful mono-print from an observation line drawing.

	How to help


	There are many different forms of printing that you could do at home if this is something that your child is interested in.

	COMPUTING
	This term we will be making videos. Children will explore different camera angles and storyboard a short video which they will record and share to the class. We will also be examining networks and how search engines work.  We will also be using physical computing to explore the concept of selection in programming through the use of the Crumble programming environment. Learners will be introduced to a microcontroller (Crumble controller) and learn how to connect and program components (including output devices- LEDs and motors) through the application of their existing programming knowledge.  

	How to help


	The computing program that the school uses is J2E and all the children’s files are available to them online at any time.  They can work on projects from school or use the very versatile program for their own ideas at any time on computer or tablet.

	HUMANITIES


	In geography we will be looking at Fair trade-is it really ‘Fair’? We will explore and explain why the Silk Road was the most important trading route in the history of the world; evaluating and reflecting upon some of the changes that occurred as a result of the movement of people and commodities along it. We will explain why and how countries trade with each other, identify and describe the commodities that are most frequently traded and evaluate some benefits and disadvantages of trading. We will also compare and contrast the range of commodities most commonly imported by the United Kingdom from China with some of the products that are frequently exported by companies in the United Kingdom to China and describe and explain the differences.

	How to help


	Looking at where products you buy every day come from is a good way of talking about trade. Also, there are a lot of interesting books and programs about the Vikings – although the children already know a lot about this 😊.

	PSHE

	This term we will look at improving understanding about our physical and  mental health; what it means and how we can take care of it.  Also identify how feelings and emotions are affected and can be managed at changing, challenging or difficult times.  We will explore independence and the responsibilities associated with this.

	How to help


	Discussing at home what they have learned in school and challenges or changes that they may be facing.

	 R.E.
	This term the theme for R.E. is looking at some of the different texts from the Bible and discuss how Christians choose to live based on Jesus’s teachings.  In the second half term we will examine why some people believe in God and some people do not.

	How to help

	Discussing your own faith and beliefs with your children and look at your family history of faith.  

	SPANISH
	In Spanish we will learn some simple calculations based on the five times table, which leads into learning how to ask for and give the time.  We will also extend our food and drink vocabulary.  We learn how to say when mealtimes are and what they usually have, comparing with eating habits in Spain.  We learn how to give their opinions of different food and drink and complete a simple food / drink diary in Spanish

	How to help


	Practicing the Spanish words for food and drink and if your child doesn’t know it, look it up on the internet and add that to the words that you use. 

	PHYSICAL EDUCATION


	PE will be on Monday and Fridays.  Children need PE kit in school.  Please make sure the correct kit is being worn (see website).  This half term it is cricket and gymnastics.
Swimming will be the week commencing 19th May- Monday-Friday. 

	How to help
	Making sure your child has the correct kit in school and promoting a healthy active mindset.
