	SUMMER TERM 2025
Termly Curriculum Overview
Year 3


	ENGLISH


	This term we will be starting with the book ‘Cloud Tea Monkeys’ by Mal Peet. The children will start by being an apprentice tea taster and explore the story. For their final piece of writing they will write a report about ‘The Magic of Tea’.  

Our first text in Guided Reading will be ‘The Necklace of Raindrops’ by Joan Aiken 

and Jan Pieńkowski. This book contains a set of short stories written by the same author. Children will read and explore questions about different stories and then compare them with each other.  

	How to help


	Visit the library to find books about our topics.  Enjoy reading with and to your child and encourage them to read often from a variety of sources, including books, magazines, comics and online texts.  Use recipes at home with your child.  Children are most welcome to bring in their own books to share in class - it is always lovely to share a favourite one.  

	MATHEMATICS


	Maths in the Summer Term will begin with division. We will then move onto fractions followed by area and perimeter.  
Our KIRFs this term will be focussed on telling the time and the duration of time.

	How to help


	Look for where maths is used at home – shopping, time, DIY, budgeting etc.  Encourage your children to become involved.  Ask them to explain their calculating and justify their answers.  Use maths language (half, whole, part, equal) and use stem sentences (I know that….so).  Practice multiplication tables and make use of the online resources available such as the games in mymaths, J2E and TT Rockstars.

	SCIENCE 


	This term the children will be learning about plants. We are growing plants in our bed and will be exploring the parts of a flower alongside experiments to find out the best growing conditions for flowering plants. 

	How to help


	Have a go and planting something and draw what it looks like at different stages. Go for a nature hunt and record what plants you can see.

	ART and DT

	In Art children will focus on printing. They will study artists who use printing and create their own print. There will also be an art day where children can learn about a contemporary artist and create their own artwork in that style.
In DT the children will be learning how to use applique to design their own cushion. They will create a template and use this to sew a design onto a teddy cushion.

	How to help


	Ask your child to demonstrate the techniques we have been learning in school.  You could research an artist and copy a piece they have created or paint in the style of someone. 
Have a go at creating another cushion at home using techniques learnt in school.

	COMPUTING
	Every half term each class study an aspect of online safety based on their knowledge.  This might be discussing and understanding the importance of keeping personal information safe, understanding issues concerning the reliability of sources and people online.  The children will then be looking at desktop publishing.


	How to help


	The computing program that the school uses is J2E and all the children’s files are available to them online at any time.  They can work on projects from school or use the very versatile program for their own ideas at any time on computer or tablet.


	GEOGRAPHY


	This Geography this term the children will be learning about sustainability. Children will be exploring ways to become more sustainable themselves and how to help the school be more sustainable. 

	How to help


	Children could use what they have learnt about sustainability to create their own project at home to be more sustainable. Find out if you can reduce you gas and electricity usage.

	HISTORY

	In History this term we are learning about the Anglo Saxons. Children will explore artefacts from this time and find out what we can learn from them. 

	How to help
	There are some excellent and fascinating programmes and books relating to the Anglo Saxons. You could also research an aspect of the Anglo Saxons that the children find interesting.

	PSHE

	This term we will be learning about how to look after their bodies by researching how to keep our bodies well. We will look what is healthy and unhealthy for our bodies.

	How to help


	Discussions at home about staying well and how to look after our bodies. Look at different recipes and find out which ones are healthier than others and have a go at cooking them. 

	 R.E
	This term for Religious Education we will firstly look at question ‘What kind of world did Jesus want?’
We will then look at ‘How and why do religious and non-religious people try to make the world a better place?’ which will link to our Geography unit on sustainability. 

	How to help

	Talk about how what a person believe may affected the way they react to a situation. Discuss how to understand that not everyone believes the same and how to be tolerant of others who may think differently to us.

	SPANISH
	In Spanish we will be looking at different items in a pencil case and how to say these in Spanish. We will then look at animals.

	How to help


	Try practicing the Spanish words with them taking turns to choose an item or animal to name in Spanish.

	MUSIC


	In Music we will be learning how to play the glockenspiel. We will learn different notes and practice playing different rhythms. We will play independently, together and compose our own pieces to perform to the rest of the class. 

	How to help
	Listen to different pieces of music and guess which instruments you can hear. Talk about how the piece of music makes you feel.

	PHYSICAL EDUCATION


	PE is athletics on a Tuesday and cricket on a Friday. We will also have a week of swimming.  However, children should keep PE kit in school in case weather leads to day changes. 

	How to help
	Making sure your child has the correct kit in school and promoting a healthy active mindset.
