Maths 
• Subitise within 5 
• Compare sets using a variety of strategies 
• Explore the concept of ‘wholes’ and ‘parts’ 

by looking at a range of objects that are 
composed of parts.  

• Explore the composition of numbers within 
5 

• Begin to count beyond 5 
• Begin to recognise numerals, relating these 

to quantities they can subitise and count.  
• Make comparisons between objects relating 

to the size, length, weight and capacity.  

Expressive Arts and Design 
• Use stencils with paints and sponges 
• Paint with different brushes on different 

surfaces. 
• Roll and shape malleable materials by hand. 
• Use oil pastels. 
• Learn about and imitate works of art from our 

focus artist: John Dyer 
• Join materials with tape or glue and embellish  
• Play a range of percussion instruments 
• Sign an increasing range of nursery rhymes 
• Learn and perform nativity songs
