Reminder about 'Safe Practice' in P.E and during after school sports clubs

Jewellery — In line with school policy, children should only be wearing watches and stud earrings to school plus
items of jewellery worn for religious reasons. Wrist watches must be removed before P.E. lessons, and earrings
should be removed where possible. There may be some occasions where a personal adornment cannot reasonably
be removed. In such circumstances, consideration should be given to making the wearing of the item ‘safe’ for the
activities concerned, both for the wearer and other participants.

Clothing and Footwear — For hall based activities children are expected to wear
shorts and Tshirts. Dance and Gymnastics should be undertaken in bare feet, unless
children have a foot complaint —when plimsolls may be worn. Warmer clothes are
necessary for outdoor activities, which will continue during cold weather. Outdoor
games should be undertaken in suitable trainers and must be laced correctly. For all
activities long hair should be tied back.
