Set against
a backdrop of darkness, Stitch and Henry, crafted by the
late Professor Hardacre, navigate a treacherous world
controlled by his malevolent nephew.

Another Twist in the Tale by Catherine Bruton follows Till
Twist, the imagined sister of Oliver Twist.
The Lost Magician by Piers Torday is inspired by Narnia.
Rumaysa by Radiya Hafiza takes fairytales and gives them
a middle eastern spin.

Kenny's storytelling captivates his readers
with each turn of the page. Through Henry's
innocence and Stitch's resilience, Kenny
challenges societal norms, echoing Shelley's
timeless exploration of existence. With
accessible prose and profound undertones,
"Stitch" beckons readers to ponder the
complexities of life, leaving an indelible
mark upon the heart and soul.
