	SPRING TERM 2025
Termly Curriculum Overview
Year 3


	ENGLISH


	This term we will be starting with the book Leon and the Place Between by Angela McAllister. We will be focussing upon adding in description by using expanded noun phrases and adverbials as well as discussing the impact different word choices have on the reader. 

Our first text in Guided Reading will be Arthur and the Golden Rope by Joe Todd Stanton.  Children will appreciate how two people may have a different view on the same event, draw inferences and justify with evidence from the text.  

	How to help


	Visit the library to find books about our topics.  Enjoy reading with and to your child and encourage them to read often from a variety of sources, including books, magazines, comics and online texts.  Use recipes at home with your child.  Children are most welcome to bring in their own books to share in class - it is always lovely to share a favourite one.  

	MATHEMATICS


	Maths in the Spring Term will continue to focus on adding and subtracting and using more formal methods to show the calculations. We will then move onto multiplication and division. Our KIRFs this term will be the four and eight times tables.

	How to help


	Look for where maths is used at home – shopping, time, DIY, budgeting etc.  Encourage your children to become involved.  Ask them to explain their calculating and justify their answers.  Use maths language (add, subtract, more than and less than) and use stem sentences (I know that….so).  Practice multiplication tables and make use of the online resources available such as the games in mymaths, J2E and TT Rockstars.

	SCIENCE 


	This term the children will be learning about animals including humans. We will learn about the bones in our bodies and what makes up a balanced meal to support us being healthy and growing strong. 

	How to help


	Research different meals and create a healthy, balanced recipe. Look at the packing of food products and find out what is in their favourite snacks.

	ART and DT

	In Art children will focus on painting. They will use tone and tints in their art work and mix their own colours. 

In DT the children will be using nets of 3D shapes to design and create their own castle.   

	How to help


	Practice painting at home.  Ask your child to demonstrate the techniques we have been learning in school.  You could research an artist and copy a piece they have created or paint in the style of someone. 

	COMPUTING
	Every half term each class study an aspect of online safety based on their knowledge.  This might be discussing and understanding the importance of keeping personal information safe, understanding issues concerning the reliability of sources and people online.  The children will then be looking at coding and programming a sprite to move across a screen. 


	How to help


	The computing program that the school uses is J2E and all the children’s files are available to them online at any time.  They can work on projects from school or use the very versatile program for their own ideas at any time on computer or tablet.


	GEOGRAPHY


	This Geography this term the children will be learning about Megacities and why so many people live in them. They will locate them using maps and atlases and reuse their learning about the continents and oceans to understand where they are found.

	How to help


	Children could research different megacities and discuss the positive and negative aspects of living there.

	HISTORY

	In History this term we are learning about the Bronze Age. Children will explore artefacts from this age and find out what we can learn from them. They will also be going to visit The Hurlers- a local Bronze Age site to really bring history alive. 

	How to help
	There are some excellent and fascinating programmes and books relating to the Bronze Age. You could also research the Bronze Age in Cornwall to find out about local artefacts including the Rillaton Cup.

	PSHE

	This term we will be learning about decider skills. Children will be taught about how their bodies react to different situations and learn a range of strategies to help them cope with different feelings

	How to help


	Discussions at home about how they could react if they feel angry, upset or worried. Ask about ‘The Fizz and what strategies they find helpful.

	 R.E
	This term for Religious Education we will firstly look at the story of Noah from the Bible linked to our unit on ‘What is it like for people to follow God’. The children will learn about the story and then discuss what they could learn from the story. 
We will then look at a range of festivals and how Muslims celebrate them to find out about the Islam faith.

	How to help

	Talk about how what a person believe may affected the way they react to a situation. Discuss how  to understand that not everyone believes the same and how to be tolerant of others who may think differently to us.

	SPANISH
	In Spanish we will be looking at Spanish greetings, numbers to 20, colours, days of the week and months of the year. 

	How to help


	Try practicing the Spanish words with them taking turns or asking them colours or numbers in Spanish.

	MUSIC


	In Music we will be learning how to play the glockenspiel. We will learn different notes and practice playing different rhythms. We will play independently, together and compose our own pieces to perform to the rest of the class. 

	How to help
	Listen to different pieces of music and guess which instruments you can hear. Talk about how the piece of music makes you feel.

	PHYSICAL EDUCATION


	PE is Arena on Mondays and Plymouth Argyle coaching handball on Fridays.  However, children should keep PE kit in school in case weather leads to day changes. 

	How to help
	Making sure your child has the correct kit in school and promoting a healthy active mindset.
