Pupil Premium

Don't let your child miss out — as all KS1 children are eligible for universal free school meals, we need to make sure
that if your child is eligible for Pupil Premium, it is claimed.

This year it is £1300 for all children whose parents receive one of the following:

- Income support

- Income-based Jobseeker’s allowance (not contribution based)

- Income-related Employment and Support Allowance (not Contribution based)

- Child Tax Credit with an annual income (as shown on your award letter from the Inland Revenue —TC602) of no
more than £16,190.

- Guarantee element of State Pension Credit

- Support via Part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999 (IAA)

Please note, if you are in receipt of Working Tax Credit, you do not qualify for FSM, even if your annual income is
below £16,190. It is important that all Key Stage 1 pupils who meet the criteria to claim FSM (regardless of UFSM)
are registered to ensure our school receives the correct level of funding.

If you think you may be eligible, please contact the School Office for a FSM application form.

What is Pupil Premium? Pupil Premium is an additional sum of money that is included in the school budget for
children who are eligible for free school meals, (or have had free school meals in the last 6 years), children in care
and/or who are members of service families. Our website shows our spending plan for the year and any further
information.
